It is your body trying to tell you that
there is a thing going on but you can't
quite put your finger onit.”

Gallentine states, “There is emotionin a
muscle that has been traumatized. The
muscle will automatically release that
emotion through a SomatoEmotional
Release. It is automatic and spontane-
ous.” Literature proviced by Gallentine
on SER describes a therapist engaging in
imaging and dialoguing techniques that
can guide a patient through an other-
wise challenging encounter with long
held emotions. During the SER a thera-
pist can feel the tissues of the body
relax as the energy cyst is expelled.

This method of healing is widely prac-
ticed and has its origins in the Crient. Itis
stated that Reiki (pronounced rake-ge)
is a safe, gentle, non-invasive form of
healing. Gatlentine offers Reiki therapy in
her offices and has been a Reiki Master
for 10 years. “Reiki works with energy
and hands off the body. | wark in three
sessions, the first physical - you're not
feeling well and can't put a finger onit.
Secondly emotional, a client may have a
lot of anger and they don't know where
the anger is coming from. Thirdly spiri-
tual, integrity - how you five your life on
a daily basis.” It is stated that Reiki initia-
tion attunes a practitioner to become a
channel for the Reiki energy and is a
powerful, life-changing experience for
growth along a spiritual path.
